If you will not be able to submit your attestation by the deadline
due to extenuating circumstances, you may be able to submit an
Attestation Deadline Extension (ADE). ADEs will be accepted
from February 1st, 2021* to March 1st, 2021, and providers
who are granted an ADE will have until March 31st, 2021 to
submit their PY2020 attestations.

To submit an ADE, download the ADE Request Form and submit
the completed excel file to attestation@health.ny.gov during the
acceptance period. Please note that ADEs can only be accepted if
sent in the correct file format, to this email address, and during
the acceptance period. Failure to meet these requirements may
result in the request being denied.
